She would
can and stock vegetables, jams and jellies. Growing up in the depression and
during WWII taught Adeline to be frugal and to work hard, and not to take
anything for granted. She was strong in her faith and valued family, making
sure to reach out to distant relatives as well. Adeline and Reuben would
spend their winters in Palm Springs, CA, and taking walks in Joshua Trees
National Park nearby was a favorite pastime.
