Chuck attended Little Falls Community Schools and then transitioned to
Employment Enterprises, Inc. (EEI) where he worked until he retired in
January, 2016. Chuck enjoyed listening to old time music, going to dances,
riding his bike, watching the Minnesota Twins and being with family.
