A “jack of all
trades”, Harold handled most projects on his own, whatever needed to be
done. Harold gained his private pilot’s license in the early 1980’s and
purchased his own plane, which he kept on his farm, taking off and landing
on an airstrip there. He enjoyed attending fly-ins into small town festivals.
Together, he and Lois attended many auctions and antique stores, looking for
“treasures”. Other treasured memories include family vacations in a camper,



fishing, and walking his special dogs, Sadie and Mollie. He was always
“putzing” around the house, shop, and farm. A stranger to no one, Harold was
always interested in other people and their life stories where he was well
respected by all who met him.
