He
continued serving in the Army National Guard until being Honorably
Discharged in 1963. Jim was united in marriage to Donna Adams on
November 3, 1962 at Our Lady of Lourdes Catholic Church in Little Falls, and
they continued to make their home here. Jim worked as a painter on the St.
Francis campus and also as a roofer with Metalcraft in Little Falls. Jim was a
hardworking man, with an awesome sense of humor and a good storyteller.
