Jerome was united in marriage to Marie E. Dickinson on November 21, 1944
in St. Joseph’s Catholic Church in Waite Park, MN. The couple dairy farmed in
Granite Township, East of Pierz for 50 years. Jerome also worked for Northern
Pacific Railroad, later Burlington Northern in Brainerd, MN from 1952 until
retiring in 1985. Jerome was an avid hunter and fisherman. He made many
trips out west, hunting with friends. He cherished his family and loved to be
with children. He enjoyed socializing, sharing coffee at the Star Café and later
at the Old Bank Restaurant. On Monday’s, Jerome could always be found at
Rich Prairie Livestock barn. The couple enjoyed traveling to see their children,
including a very memorable trip to Europe. Jerome loved baseball and was
manager of the Center Valley Baseball team for years. He also was the
