The family relocated
to Randall about a year later. On September 1, 1950, Marilyn married Robert
(Murph) Mueller in Randall, MN. They were a loving couple and were married
for 48 years. They made their home in Randall where they raised their 3
children, Bob, Rick, Darcy and a niece, Vonnie. Marilyn was an active member
of St. Peter Lutheran in Randall where she taught Sunday School, Release
Time Classes and volunteered her time to many church activities. She was
devoted to the community of Randall and supported her husband, Murph



when he volunteered in the Randall Fire Department and the Randall VFW.
She was a hardworking homemaker who maintained the house, cooked,
baked, and canned vegetables from their garden. Marilyn and Murph travelled
and had many adventures following Murph’s retirement in 1981. Marilyn had
an opportunity to visit her ancestral home in Norway when she traveled there
in 2003. She cherished the memories of that trip. She was a loving mother
and a proud grandmother and great-grandmother who loved and supported
them and shared much of her time with all of them. They brought so much joy
to her life in her later years.
