He grew up on the family farm and
was the 13th child of 14 children. Jesse was a proud graduate of Barrington
Bible College in Rhode Island. He worked as manager of a diner in Hopkinton,
RI before pursuing his career as a pastor. Jesse was united in marriage on
May 29, 1954 to Ellen Wilcox at East Principle Baptist Church in Wyoming, RI.
He was ordained into ministry work on August 14, 1954 in Wyoming, RI. This
began his career as a Church Pastor. Jesse started his ministry as a Youth
Pastor teaching the Bible to Christian youth and later served as senior pastor
to many congregations. His work brought him to pastor 18 churches around
the U.S in, New Jersey, Vermont, New York, North Dakota, Minnesota,
Wisconsin, & Kansas. Jesse retired from pastoral work in 1996 but still was
called by churches to be a supply pastor, and was very proud of his title as
Pastor Emeritus at the Community Country Church in rural Holdingford. In his
free time he enjoyed singing, preaching, vegetable gardening and growing
flowers especially Dahlias.
