Sister Mary Giles ministered as an elementary teacher, organist, librarian,
principal, choir director, secretary, music coordinator, director of religious
education, pastoral associate and guided a Secular Franciscan Fraternity. She
served in Waite Park, St. Cloud, Elk River, Morris, Osakis, Crystal and
Zimmerman.
